WHEREAS, the Alliance for Competitive Energy, hereinafter referred to as “Aces,”

has offered voluntary participation in a cooperative pricing system for the group  

purchase of electricity and natural gas; and 


WHEREAS, the Midland Park Board of Education in the county of Bergen, State of 

New Jersey, desires to participate in the ACES Cooperative Pricing System.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED on December 6th, 2005 by the Midland Park Board of Education, county of Bergen, State of New Jersey, as follows:

TITLE

This RESOLUTION shall be known and may be cited as the “ACES Cooperative Pricing Resolution of the Midland Park School District.”

AUTHORITY

Pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 18 A:18A-11, the Business Administrator, Louis Roer, is hereby authorized to enter into the ACES COOPERATIVE PRICING SYSTEM AGREEMENT.

CONTRACTING UNIT

The New Jersey School Boards Association, through ACES, shall be responsible for complying with the “Public School Contracts Law,” N.J.S.A. 18A: 18A-1 et seq. and

all other applicable laws in connection with the preparation, bidding, negotiation and execution of contracts in connection with the ACES Cooperative Pricing System
